RAFFLE TICKETS
· This year team/squad parents distributed 10 raffle tickets ($10 each) to each family, i.e. older siblings on each team/squad.
· Please do the following:

1.  Encourage teams/squads to turn in raffle ticket stubs and payments to the Spirit Wear shed now through October 15th.

2. Drawings for prizes start this week (see raffle documents on website).

3. Teams/squads should try to sell 60% of their allotted tickets.  All teams/squads who sell 60% will receive a team banner, t-shirts, Chick-fil-et meals, and ACYA magnets.  In addition, all raffle tickets will be entered in ongoing raffle drawings and be re-entered for the grand prize drawings on Saturday, October 15th.
· Purchase one 12-pack of soda and one case of bottled water.  Drop-off in the the Visitor Locker Room.

· Purchase & drop-off 2 large bags of candy in the Visitor Locker Room.  There will be a designated container for the candy drop.  

· Purchase Gift Card donation ($20 value) for the raffle and drop off at the Homecoming Table (or Spirit Shed).

· Find out what night your Coaches would like their free meal.  Each night a special vendor will be serving food in the park, such as Guthrie’s, Galla’s Pizza, Mad Italian or Spiced Right Barbeque.  The schedule is posted on the website.  Your coach reservations need to be turned in to the Homecoming Table.  

· Purchase wrist bands for the Saturday, End Zone Play Zone.  These will be $5 per child through October 5th and $10 per child after that.  They will be sold at the Homecoming table.  (Families, neighbors & friends welcome!) 

· Purchase meal tickets.  In order for our vendors to better prepare for food service, please encourage your team/squad families to pre-purchase their $5 meal tickets.  Meal tickets will be sold for $6 if purchased that day.  

· Volunteer for a 1 or 2 hour shift selling raffle tickets, assisting with flowers, serving food, etc.  Instructions will be provided.

BEFORE Your Team /Squad’s Homecoming Game Week of October 10-15
· Complete Competitive Banner (Optional) These are banners that are hung inside the fence of Colts Field.The winning team receives a Gift Certificate to the Spirit Shed.  Consider poster / laminating size for reuse at final team party.

· Complete Half-time Player / Cheerleader recognition form for your game announcer.  Cheer & football parents need to consolidate their information on a single form.  Extra forms are at the Homecoming table.
· Plaster the Park with individualized posters of your football player or cheerleader.  You may post a picture of your child on poster-board and decorate it.  Posters may be placed along the fence of Colt or Mustang field. 

DAY of GAME

· Pick-up park provided Run Through Banner from Visitor Locker Room or create your own banner (supplies in Visitor Locker Room).  
· Give Game Announcer the Half-time recognition information sheet.

· Inflate balloons for the stands in team colors.  Balloons & air tanks will be provided in the Coaches Office.  (24 per team – can send one home with each player/cheerleader after the game.)

· Cheer team parents need to pick-up flowers from the Visitor Locker Room.

· Pick-up candy bags from the Visitor Locker Room.  These will be prepared in advance.  Pick up one bag per player / cheerleader for after the game.

· RETURN the Run Through Banner to the Visitor Locker Room.

· After the Game, please have your families & players / cheerleaders clean up their area.  
Saturday, October 15, Final Festival of the Season
· Come to the Park & Play!  The large softball field will be transformed into a play park of jumpy activity.  We plan to feature a climbing wall, laser tag and other jumpy inflatables as well as cotton candy and other kid-friendly activities.  

· Meals may be purchased for $6 on site.  No meal tickets will be issued.    

· Wrist bands can be purchased on-site for $10 and will serve as the entrance tickets to all of the gamesl.
